The year starts strongly
with Trish Blood, English Heart: Second-Generation Irish Musicians in England by Sean
Campbell. This is the first full account of second-generation Irish cultural music production
in post-war England. Individual musicians covered include Shane MacGowan, Kevin Row-
land, Johnny Marr and Mortissey. The Story of Irish Museums 1790-2000: Culture, Identity and
Education by Marie Bourke is the first book to give a long-term and comprehensive ac-
count of the stories, the histories and the evolution of Irish museums and galleries. freland,
Design and Visual Culture: Negotiating Modernity 1922—1992 edited by Linda King and
Elaine Sisson is the first comprehensive collection of essays on Irish design and visual culture
which draws from interdisciplinary fields to address design history as an emergent field in
Irish Studies. The Book of Howth: Elizabethan Conquest and the Old English by Valerie Mc-
Gowan-Doyle offers a unique and extended Old English perspective on colonial conflict, dis-
placement and identity formation in response to the Tudor question of ‘failed’ conquest and
the measures of reform government it generated. Listen, O Isles, unto me: Studies in Medieval
Word and Image in honour of Jennifer O'Reilly edited by Elizabeth Mullins and Diarmuid Scully
sets the cultural transformation of early medieval Ireland and Anglo-Saxon England in the
context of its inheritance from Late Antiquity and engagement with the wider medieval world.
Turning to current affairs we are publishing Understanding Limerick: Social Exclusion and
Change edited by Niamh Hourigan. The book assesses what lessons can be learned from Lim-
erick in terms of broader debates about social exclusion, crime and inequality in Irish society.
Eibhear Walshe has edited Elizabeth Bowen’s Selected Irish Writings between 1899 and 1973.
We have three major new editions due in 2011. The first is the Companion to Irish Tra-
ditional Music (2nd Edition) edited by Fintan Vallely. This is a landmark, easy to use A-Z
format for the study and exploration of one of Ireland’s most universally recognisable cul-
tural expressions. Next is the Atlas of the Irish Rural Landscape (2nd Edition) edited by EH.A.
Aalen, Kevin Whelan and Matthew Stout. This is a major update of a bestselling workFG
